For visitors with hearing or visual 

impairments, the Basic can be equipped with a jack 

socket that enables connection to a FreeSound head-

phone or a high-contrast keyboard.

The Basic does not require an electric charging rack, 

which significantly reduces handling, operating costs 

and the need for a large dispensing area.
